Art. 4. STATUS& PERMIT NUMBER 
 

4.1 Asia Zone International.  Permit number to be advised later. 
 

4.2 This competition is held under the International Sporting Code of the FIA 
incorporating National Competition Rules of the Automobile Association of 
Malaysia, and these Supplementary Regulations and Additional Supplementary 
Regulation issued from time to time. 

 
 
Art. 5. ELIGIBILITY OF COMPETITORS 
 
5.1 The eligibilities of competitors are as follows: - 
 

a) Competitors in possession of a valid competition licence issued by the 
Automobile Association of Malaysia (AAM) for Circuit Racing.  (Minimum 
competition licence required:  National ñCò (Novice)) 

 
b) Competitors in possession of a valid competition licence issued by the 

Automobile Association of Malaysia/Motorsports Association of Malaysia 
(AAM/MAM) for Circuit Racing.  (Minimum competition licence required:  National 
ñCò (Novice) or National).   

 
c) Competitors in possession of valid FIA International competition licence issued by 

the respective FIA - National Sporting Authority (ASN) accompanied by a letter or 
visa of approval from the same to participate in the event. 

 
d) Any Malaysian team having a foreign driver(s) must hold the Automobile 

Association of Malaysia (AAM) entrant/team licence. 
 

5.2 The organiser reserves the right to reject any entry in accordance with the National 
Competition Rules (NCR) of the AAM.  There is no appeal against their decision.

Art. 7. VENUE& RACE DISTANCE 
 
 Venue  : Sepang International Circuit 

Length : As specified in the Additional Supplementary Regulations of each 
round. 

Race Distance : All races will be held over a minimum of 10 laps distance or 
otherwise as advised in the Additional Supplementary Regulations 
of each round. 

 
 
Art. 8. PROVISIONAL EVENT PROGRAMME  
 

The event program will be declared in the Additional Supplementary Regulations of  
each round. 
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Art. 9. ENTRIES 
 

9.1 Entries are open upon posting of Regulations (whichever is the later) and close 
on Friday of each scheduled round or as otherwise stated in the ASR.  
Acceptance of entry is at the sole discretion of the organisers who have the right 
to reject entries without giving reasons.   

 
9.2 Competitors are responsible for sending correct and complete entries with the     

correct entry fees prior to the entry closing dates.  
 

9.3 Incorrect or incomplete entries that have paid the entry fees (including driver to 
be nominated entries) are to be held in abeyance until they are complete and 
correct and the date of receipt for acceptance of entry purposes shall be the date 
on which the Secretary of the Meeting receives the missing or corrected 
information. 

 
9.4 It is a condition of entry that competitors have no right to any claims against the 

Automobile Association of Malaysia, Promoter, Organiser, Sponsors and any one 
carrying out their duties.

9.6 Maximum number of entries accepted will be at the sole discretion of the 

organisers.  Organisers reserve the right to refuse an entry. 
 

9.7 The number of cars allowed to start the race is based on the track homologation. 
Priority given to entry for a full Championship Series. However, the organizers 
reserved the rights to change the composition as it deems fit. 

 
9.8 Entry fee per round is as follows:

i) Any entry for which the entry fees have not been received until the entry

10.2 No points will be awarded in case 19.1A if the race cannot be re-started. 
 
10.3 Half the number of points will be awarded in case 19.2B if the race cannot be re-

started. 
 
10.4 Full points will be awarded in case 19.3C. 

 
10.5 Points for Championship will be determined base on the combination of the result 

of Race 1 and 2 of each round.  In the case of a tie for each round, the result of 
Race 2 will be taken into consideration to determine the championship point 
standing.  In the case of a dead heat at the end of the Championship, the winner 
will be the participant with the highest number of race wins followed by the 
highest number of second and the highest number of third

11.2 Trophies will be given up to 3rd place for each round. No cash will be awarded 
for each round. 
 

11.3 ENGINES may be STRIPPED for legality after qualifying and races at the 
discretion of the organisers.  Competitors to provide mechanics and 
specifications of car. 

 
11.4 The podium ceremony will be held after the completion of the event for each 

round. It is compulsory for the winners to be available for the podium ceremony 
for each round with full gear except for helmet, gloves and HANS device. 
 

11.5 At the end of the Championship season, an Award Ceremony will be held to 
honour all the winners and it is compulsory for all the winners to attend, failing 
which their prize money will not be released in full. 

 
 

Art. 12.  SCRUTINEERING 
 

12.1 All cars must comply with Section II ï Technical Regulations. Refer to the said 

regulations for each category.  The homologation papers must be presented 

during the Scrutineering together with drivers racing suit, helmet, gloves, shoes 

and HANS device. 

 

12.2 All stickers requirement as stated by the Organiser must be properly placed on 

the car prior to the scrutineering. (Refer to Appendix I). 

 

12.3 All cars will be issued with an ñOKò sticker by the Scrutineers once the 

scrutineering has been successfully completed. 
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12.4 All cars will be impounded immediately after the qualifying session for weighing.  

The official weighing scales readings are final.  No protest will be entertained on 

this matter. 

 

12.5 Throughout the entire duration of the event, the cars must comply with the 

Technical Regulations in all points.  Engines may be sealed and the organiser 

may impound cars. 

 
12.6 Any car, which, after having passed scrutineering, is damaged, must be re-

presented to the Scrutineers after repair and be approved in order to be allowed 

to continue.   

 

12.7 Protest time is 30 minutes from posting of provisional results.  The Organiser 

reserves the right to strip any car after the race at the cost of the Team. 

 

12.8 The Clerk of the Course reserves the right to impose additional weight penalties 

to be carried on a car in the interest of equalisation of performance. 

 

12.9 All participants MUST carry their own transponder for the timing.  The 
transponder unit must be compatible to the system used by the Organiser 

 
 
Art. 13.  DRIVERSô BRIEFING 
 

13.1 It is compulsory for all drivers to attend the Driversô briefing for the event.  The 

Organiser will confirm the exact time and venue of the briefing. 

 

13.2 The Clerk of the Course reserves the right to organise a special driversô briefing 

in addition to the compulsory briefing. 

 
 
Art. 14.  OFFICIALS

Art. 15.  START PROCEDURE 
 

15.1 Grid standing starts with engines running in accordance with Article 17 of the General 

Prescriptions applicable to FIA Championship, Challenges, Trophies and Cups run on circuits 
with the following exception: 

 
 Pit lane open                      :  10 minutes before formation lap 
 Pit lane close                              :       05 minutes before formation lap 
 Non-race personnel clear grid  :       03 minutes before formation lap 
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2 MINUTES BEFORE CLOSING OF PIT LANE 
 
Audible warning announcing closing of pit lane in 2 minutes.    

 
 

5 MINUTES BOARD 
 
            Teams may work on cars. 
 

3 MINUTES BOARD 
 
Teams stop work on cars. All wheels must be fitted 
 
1 MINUTE BOARD 
 
When the one minute signal is shown, engines should be started and all team personnel 
must leave the grid by the time the 15 second signal is given, taking all equipment with 
them.  

 
15 SECONDS BOARD 

 
If any driver needs assistance after the 15-second signal, he must indicate this to the 
marshals and when the remainder of the cars able to do so has left the grid, marshals 
will be instructed to push the car into the pit lane. In this case, marshals with yellow flags 
will stand beside any car ( or cars ) concerned to warn drivers behind. 

 
RACE START 
 
If a car develops a problem that could endanger the start, the driver must immediately 
indicate this to the marshals and the marshal responsible for that row must immediately 
wave a yellow flag.  If the start should be delayed, the green lights will be illuminated two 
seconds after the abort lights, a board saying ñEXTRA FORMATION LAPò will be 
displayed, and all cars able to do so must complete a further formation lap whilst the car 
which developed the problem is moved into the pit lane.very time this happens, the race 
will shortened by 1 lap.   
 
The driver concerned will then be pushed by marshals into the pit lane by the fastest 
route immediately after all other cars have left the grid.  The driver being pushed from 
the grid may not attempt to start the car and must follow the instructions of the marshals.  
The team may then attempt to rectify the problem in the pit lane and, if successful, the 
car may then start from the end of the pit lane.  Should there be more than one car 
involved their starting order will be based on their arrival at pit exit.     
No re-fuelling will be allowed on the grid if more than one start procedure proves 
necessary. 

 
 
Art. 16. PRACTICES & QUALIFYING 
 

There will be at least 1 x 20 minutes official free practice session at each race meeting 
plus 1 x 20 minutes official qualifying session held at each race event.  
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Art. 17.  GRID POSITIONS 
 
17.1 At the end of the qualifying practice session, the list of the qualified drivers will be 

published. 
 
17.2 The starting grid for Race 1 will be drawn up in the order of the fastest time 

achieved by each car in the qualifying session. Should two or more cars have set 
identical time, priority will be given to the one, which set it first. 

 
17.3 The starting grid for Race 2 will be based on the second best lap time in 

qualifying session.  
 

 17.4   Any competitor whose car is unable to start for any reason whatsoever (or who 
has good reason to believe that the car will not be ready to start) must inform the 
Clerk of the Course accordingly at the earliest opportunity in any event, no later 
than 30 minutes before the start of the race. If one or more cars are withdrawn, 
the grid will be closed up accordingly.  

 
17.5 The Stewards of the Meeting may authorize any competitor(s) who did not qualify 

to start from the back of the grid on condition that:  
-  They do not eliminate vehicles that have already qualified.  
-  They are judged capable of achieving the qualification minimum.  
-  The competitors satisfy all safety requirements, including knowledge of the 

circuit.  
 
17.6 Any competitor whose vehicle is unable to or will not be ready to start must 

inform the Clerk of the Course 30 minutes before the pit lane-opening schedule. If 
one or more vehicles are withdrawn, the grid will be closed up accordingly and 
reserve entries will be allowed. Failure to inform the Clerk of the Course will 
cause the competitor to lose 3 grid positions in the next immediate race.  

 
17.7 Access to the grid will close 5 minutes before the scheduled formation lap. Any  

competitors that have not taken up his/her grid position by then will start the race 
from the pits after the last vehicle has passed the pit exit on the first lap of the 
race.  
 

17.8 A competitor may change the vehicle or engine after qualifying session and 
before Race 1 provided that it has been scrutineered but will have to start at the 
back of the grid in the following race.  

 
 
Art. 18. STOPPING OF RACE OR PRACTICE 

18.1 Should it become necessary to stop a race or practice by the Clerk of the Course or his 
Deputy, it will be done with the red flag at the start line and all flag posts. 

 
18.2 During practice, all vehicles will proceed slowly to the pits. During a race all vehicles will 

proceed slowly to the grid for a re- start. 
 
18.3 If a race or practice is stopped, an extension in time equivalent to the remaining time in a 

practice or qualifying session may not be given. No protest will be accepted in this case. 
 
Art. 19. RESUMING A RACE. 
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 19.1 Case A: Less than 2 full laps. 
 

-   The original race will be deemed null and void. 
- The race will be run in full if it can be re-started. 
- All qualified competitors will be allowed to re-start the race. No spare    
 car will be allowed. Original cars may be worked on. 
- Refuelling will be allowed until the 5 minutes board is shown on the    
 grid. Up to 5 litres in a non-pressurised container only may be used. 

 
 19.2 Case B: More than 2 full laps, but less than 60% of race distance. 
 

- The race shall be deemed in two parts. The first of which will be the  
 penultimate lap the leader crossed the finish line. 
- The length of the second part will be two laps less than the scheduled   
 race distance. 
- Only vehicles that took part in the first start will be eligible if they   
 return to the pits under their own power. 
- Vehicles may not be worked on or refuelled in the pit or grid. 
- The start will be from the 10 minutes procedure (Article 9). 

 
 19.3 Case C: 60% or more of the race distance. 
 

- The race will be deemed to be finished. 
- The results will be based on the penultimate lap that the red flag was   
 shown. 
 
 

Art. 20.  CHANGING OF ENGINE 

 

Any team that requires change of engine after qualifying will lose their grid position.  

They will have to submit their application to the Steward to start at the back of the grid in 

accordance with Art.15 (v).  Change of engine is allowed between Race 1 and Race 2 

with the approval from the Stewards and the spare/replacement engines must be pre-

registered and scrutineered before Qualifying and must be same spec as qualifying 

engine. 

 

 
Art. 21.  FINISH OF THE RACE & PARC FERME 
 

21.1 End of race signal will be given as soon as the leader has covered the full 
number of laps or elapsed time. 

  
21.2 Should for any reason the race signal be given before the leader completes the 

scheduled number of laps, the race will be deemed to have finished when the 
leader last crossed the finish line before the signal was given. 

 
21.3 Any classified vehicle that cannot reach the óparc fermeô under its own power will 

be placed under the exclusive control of the marshals who will take it to the óparc 
fermeô. 
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21.4 All drivers who started will be classified if they have covered at least 75% of the 
distance (rounded down to the nearest whole number of laps) covered by the 
winner.  The leader will be shown the chequered flag when he crosses the control 
line at the end of the lap during which the distance is exceeded.  The line is a 
single line which crosses both the track and the pit lane. 

 
 
Art. 22.  ORGANISERôS RIGHTS 
 

22.1 The organisers may abandon, cancel or postpone the meeting or any part 
thereof.  In this event, the competitor or entrant has no right to claim against the 
Organiser or Promoter in respect of any loss or expense he/she may thereby 
incur. 

 
22.2 Cancel any class, which has less than 6 cars or amalgamate them to the next 

higher class at the discretion of the organisers. 
 
22.3 Distribute the awards based on intermediate results at their discretion if through 

bona fide unforeseen circumstances, the competition is stopped before its 
completion. 

 
22.4 Exclude any vehicle whose appearance, condition or performance is not of a 

standard appropriate for the competition. 
 
22.5 Refuse an entry without giving any reason. 

 
22.6 The Clerk of the Course of this meeting has the right to stop the race or any 

driver immediately due to any unavoidable circumstances or as the case may be. 
 
22.7 The Organiser reserves the right for competition number 1, 2 and 3. 
 

 
Art. 23.  PROMOTERôS RIGHTS 
 

23.1 All participants are prohibited from using caterers not registered with the 
Promoter.  

 
 
Art. 24.  ADVERTISING 
 

24.1 Competitors are obliged to carry the main sponsor and co-sponsor stickers (to be 

announced) at designated spaces on the car (advertisement location diagram is 

as per appendix I). The decision of the organisers is final.  Stickers must be in 

position before a car can be scrutineered. 

 

24.2 Any other advertising carried by a competitor must be declared to the organisers 

for approval.  The organisersô decision on this matter is final. 

 

24.3 The competition number supplied by the organisers cannot be mutilated.  Any 

branding on them cannot be cut off.  Tobacco advertising is strictly prohibited.

24.4 All forms of advertising prior to or after the race by competitors or their sponsors 

must obtain the approval of the organisers for correctness before publicity under 

pain of an advertisement of at least the same size and frequency in accordance 

with Part V: Article 11 of the NCR of the AAM.  Approval for such advertising shall 

only be released at the earliest 24 hours after time of submission.  The 

organisers shall not be held responsible for any delay in the approval of any 

advertisement. 

 

24.5 Advertisements on the results shall comply with (24.4) above and carry the title of 

the event at a prominent place of the advertisement.  The size of the title shall not 

be less than 1/10 of the size of the advertisement. 

 

24.6 REJECTION FEE for not carrying sponsors decals is as follows:  
 

MAIN SPONSOR: RM2,000 
CO-SPONSOR: RM1,000   per co-sponsor 
 
The competition numbers and their background must be intact and not mutilated 
in any way. 

 
 
Art. 25.  PITWALL/PITLANE/PITS/PADDOCK AREAS AND PARKING AREAS  

 

25.1 Please refer to the illustration of the pit wall, pitlane, pits, paddock areas and 

parking areas in Appendix II. 

 

25.2 Pit allocation will be made by the organiser. Decisions are final and the pit 

allocation will be published, once the final entries have been confirmed.  There is 

no right to be allocated a specific pit. Each pit will be shared by several 

teams/cars if the situation warrants it. 

 

25.3 There is no claim on a special pit wall, paddock areas and parking areas.  Access 

and allocation of areas will be made upon instruction of the officials and their 

instructions must be strictly respected. 

 

25.4 It is the responsibility of each competitor/team manager to ensure that team 

members are fully conversant with all pit rules.  Any contravention by any team 

member may entail the exclusion of the team from the race.  To avoid allegations 

of misconduct, team members are encouraged not to stray into other teamôs pits 

unless invited or with specific permission to do so. 

 

25.5 No car may be driven in reverse in the pit lane.  Immediate exclusion will result 

from such action.  Mechanics are allowed to push their cars backwards to their 

designated pit. 
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25.6 Smoking and drinking of beer or alcoholic drinks are strictly prohibited in all areas 

between the pit and the pit wall.  A penalty of RM300 will be imposed on anyone 

caught breaking these rules. Persons caught will be ejected from these areas. 

 

25.7 Each team will be entitled to five (5) update passes comprising of 1 competitor, 2 

pit wall crew and 2 pit crew. These passes must be worn in a prominent manner 

at all times.  Only those wearing pit wall passes will have access to the pit wall. 

 

25.8 Only compressed air can be used in the pits. 

 

25.9 In keeping with the status of the MSS as a premier event, teams are encouraged 

to be properly attired at all times. Minimum acceptable: - 

 Cotton T-shirt, Jeans, shoes and shorts.  For safety reasons, singlets, slippers 

and sandals are not allowed to be worn by pit crew. 

 

25.10 Persons under 16 years of age are not permitted in the pit lane and pit wall.  

Children under the age of 12 are not allowed in the pits, pit lane or pit wall until 

the race has ended. An exception is made for glassed hospitality area in pits. 

However, children are to be supervised by an adult at all times. Animals (of any 

kind) are not permitted in the circuit. 

 
25.11 No spare car or any other form of vehicle may be parked in the pits. Any such 

vehicle found in the pit of any team will be reported to the Stewards of the Meet 

for penalty up to exclusion.  Illegally parked vehicles will be towed away at the 

ownerôs costs and an additional penalty of RM100 will be imposed on the owner. 

 

25.12 Pit to driver radio communication is permitted for all classes.   

 
25.13 The use of motorcars, skateboards or similar means of transportation by any 

parties at paddock area are strictly prohibited. The organiser has the right to 

confiscate such vehicles until the end of the event. Only non-motorised vehicles 

are allowed at the paddock area. 

 

25.14 Large umbrellas may be used along the signalling wall to protect from rain and 

sun.  They must be securely tied to the railing along the pit signalling area. 
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Art. 26.  PENALTIES  
 

The following penalties will be applicable during the practice, qualifying and race.  Other 
infringements not stated below, will fall under the jurisdiction of the Stewards of the 
Meeting.  It is not permitted for the driver to enter the pit lane to take their drive through 
penalty during a Safety Car period.  The Race Starter will be the Judge of Fact.

Art. 27.  PROTESTS 
 

27.1 Protests, if any, must be lodged in accordance with the stipulations of the FIA 
International Sporting Code.  Under strict respect of the protest time of 30 
minutes, all protest must be lodged in writing and handed to the Clerk of the 
Course or if not possible, to the Stewards of the Meeting, with an ASN set fee of 
RM500.00 and RM500.00 if striping is required. 
 

27.2 Protests against decisions of the timekeepers, judges of fact as well as collective 

protests are not admitted. 

 
 
Art. 28.  INTERPRETATION OF REGULATIONS 

 
28.1 Only the Clerk of the Course can give binding information about the event, or in 

his absence, his deputy.  
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28.2 In the case of any dispute, the interpretation of this Sporting & Technical 

regulation, the Additional Supplementary Regulations is up to the Clerk of the 

Course. 

 

28.3 The Organiser reserves the right to modify or supplement the present regulations 

if considered necessary for reasons of safety, force majeure or by order of the 

authorities or to cancel the event in case that extraordinary circumstances should 

arise, without any obligations for indemnification.  Furthermore, the organiser 

holds liability only in that case where exclusion from liability is not mentioned in 

the regulations or entry form. 

 
 
Art. 29.  GENERAL CODE OF DRIVING CONDUCT 
  

29.1 It is a requirement that a fair conduct by everyone involved and in particular by 

the drivers during the practice sessions and during the race.  Drivers of faster 

cars are asked to show consideration and fairness towards the slower cars and 

vice versa. 

 The driver must drive his car alone and unaided.  
 

Overtaking, according to the circumstances, may be carried out either on the right 
or on the left. However, manoeuvres liable to hinder other Drivers such as more 
than one change of direction to defend a position, deliberate crowding of a Car 
beyond the edge of the Track or any other abnormal change of direction, are 
strictly prohibited. Any Driver who appears guilty of any of the above offences will 
be reported to the Stewards and may be penalized. 

 
A driver who abandons a car must leave it in neutral or with the clutch 
disengaged and with the steering wheel in place. 

 

29.2 Any driver obstructing or endangering other participants during practice or race 

due to their driving style or apparently not being up to the requirements of the 

race may be refused the start or excluded from the race.  

 

29.3 Should a driver be obliged to stop his car on the circuit, the driver must try his 

best to remove his car from the track with the utmost caution as quickly as 

possible. 
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II.      TECHNICAL REGULATIONS  
 

SECTION A 

 

1. GENERAL 

 

Art. 1 The Organiser reserves the right to amend the present regulations in agreement with the 

local ASN.  The regulations are subject to change, which will be published via Additional 

Supplementary Regulations. 

 

Art. 2 To be eligible, all cars must comply with the prescriptions of the present technical 

specifications.  Any unauthorised modification is strictly prohibited. 

 

Art. 3 Only the organiser decides on the admission of a car and the decision taken is final.  

This point is explicit and completely accepted by all the competitors and drivers by 

submitting their entry.  Any protest against the classification of admission of a car 

following the organiserôs decision is consequently not possible.

Before investing in the 

preparation of any such vehicle, the car owner should contact the organiser regarding its 

eligibility.  The Organiser reserves the rights to decide upon eventual waivers. 

 
2.6 For the eligibility of GT4 cars please refer to attached list (Appendix III) with will be 

updated as and when necessary. 
 
2.7 Minimum Weight  

 
The following minimum dry weight (excluding driver and fuel) of the cars must be fully 

respected at all time during the event: -

Note: No lightweight body parts of different material to the original to be used (to bring weight 
down).  Ballasts must be secured with 10mm bolts. 
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Art. 3. SAFETY EQUIPMENT/BODYWORK  

 
3.1 Cars must be fitted with laminated windscreens (or Lexan GT Class only) 

Perspex or Lexan may be used for other glass areas.  Securing rivets may be 

used.  Air induction to the driverôs window is permitted. 

 

3.2 All cars must be fitted with a cut-off switch to stop all electrical supply to the 

engine and fuel system. 

 

3.3 Cut-off switch must be able to operate from inside and outside, in front of the 

driverôs side of the car must be fitted. The outside switch must be marked by a 

red spark in a white edged, blue triangle with a base of a least 12cm. 

 

3.4 The body may be painted in any colour scheme. 

 

3.5 A roll cage in accordance with Article 253.8 of Appendix ñJò of the FIA is 

mandatory. 

For minimum requirement please refer to Appendix IV. 
 

3.6 Roll cage mounting points may be welded to the body instead of being bolted. 

They may be attached to the boot and rear wheel arches.  Minimum number of    

points must be 6 for touring cars and 4 for open sports cars. No inferior quality 

tubing will be accepted. 

 

3.7 The transversal cross bar fitted to the roll cage will not be treated as 

reinforcement to suspension mounting points.  

 

3.8 Extra welding to parts of the bodywork is permitted.  However, the use of    

strengthening plate on the original body panels and suspension points is    

prohibited. 

 

3.9 All lights must be taped diagonally across with good quality clear cellophane                              

tape at least 1 inch wide.  Brake and taillights must be working at all times.   

 
3.10 The placement of taillights must be of the original car. No additional lights are to 

be added to any parts of the car. 

 

3.11 A maximum of 4 headlights are permitted on a car, in accordance with road traffic 

ordinance. To make up 4 headlights in some cars the extra lights may only be 

fitted at bumper height. Rally type pods are not permitted. Wiring   of lighting 

system does not have to be in original wiring harness casing to   avoid 

overheating and failure. 

 

3.12 Safety fuel cell tanks are permitted as well as fuel auxiliary fuel containers and 

pumps to avoid starvation at turns.  
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3.13 All cars in Touring Production MUST be fixed with cross door-bar for safety.

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SECTION B 
SPECIFIC MODIFICATIONS (UNDER ARTICLE 277 OF FIA APPENDIX J) ï FOR 
MALAYSIAN GT AND SUPERSIXTEEN 
 
(Other specification not mentioned, please refer to respective articles of FIA at 
www.fia.com) 
 
Art. 1 INTERIOR 

 
1.1 The steering wheel is free. 
1.2 The front seat may be changed for a racing type in order to use 4-point seat belt, 

minimum. All other seats may be removed.   
1.3 The air-conditioner and radio may be removed. 
1.4 All carpets and sound proofing material and interior trim may be removed. 
1.5 Radio equipment may be fitted. 
 
Art. 2. ENGINE 

 
Engine as supplied in the respective model may be modified, provided that the original 

intake manifold and throttle body or carburettors are used. These may be freely modified 

internal turbo/supercharged and rotary engines will be rated according to FIA 

coefficients. The organisers reserve the right to seal any engine they see fit to do so.  

Any such seal must only be broken by the organisers otherwise the competitor in 

question will be excluded from the race. 

 

2.1 Cylinder Head 

 

2.1.1 May be ported and polished.  Compression ratio adjusted for optimum 

running on commercial unleaded fuel supplied by the organisers. 

2.1.2 The camshaft, cam timing and valves are free.  

2.1.3 The cylinder head gasket is free 

 

  2.2 Ignition 

 

2.2.1 The spark plugs are free 

2.2.2 The high tension plug wires are free. 

2.2.3 Modification to advance curve of the distributor is permitted provided the 

distributor is the original part. 

 

2.3 Cooling System 

 

2.3.1 The thermostat is free or may be removed.  The control system at which 

the fan cuts in is free.  All water bypass hoses on the engine block and 

cylinder head may be sealed off. 

2.3.2 Larger radiator is permitted provided it fits in the original location without 

having to cut the bodywork. 

2.3.3 Oil coolers may be fitted.  Metal braided hoses must be used to avoid 

bursting in after market oil coolers.  
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2.4 Induction System 

 

2.4.1 The original fuel injection system must be retained but may be modified. 

Air filters may be removed. The air filter box must be original and airtight 

from the intake hose. 

2.4.2 The inlet manifold may be internally modified. 

2.4.3 Injection nozzles are free.  

2.4.4 Fuel pressure regulators are free.  

2.4.5 Additional fuel containers to avoid fuel starvation at turns are permitted. 

 

 2.5 Lubricants 

 

2.5.1 Choice of lubricant is free.  

2.5.2 Replacement oil filters of any brand are permitted. 

2.5.3 The oil sump may be baffled. 

 
2.6   Exhaust 

 
2.6.1  The exhaust system is free provided it does not protrude outside the 

perimeter of the car. 
 

2.7 Tachometers 
 
2.7.1 Tachometers may be fitted to cars that are not fitted with one as standard. 
 
 

Art. 3 SUSPENSION 
 
3.1 The suspension may be modified provided that the system and mounting point 

locations are not changed. 

3.2 No part of the car (with exception of tyres) must touch flat ground when 2 tyres on 

the same side of the car are deflated.  

3.3 MacPherson struts and shock absorbers may vary in size and brand. 

3.4 Altering the front camber with adjustable top mounts is permitted even though 

this item is also part of the steering system.  Camber and castor settings are free. 

3.5 Adjustable spring cups are permitted. 

3.6 Fitting of transversal strut to the top absorber mounting is permitted.  This must 

not alter the mounting points.  

3.7 Rose joints are permitted. 

 
 
Art. 4 BRAKING SYSTEM 

 
4.1 Braking system is free. 

4.2 ABS may be disconnected or removed. 

4.3 Brake hoses and fluids are free.  Brake pads and shoes material are free. 

4.4 Brake dust cover may be altered in shape or removed. 
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4.5 Cooling ducts, from the bumper only or beneath the floor for rear brakes leading 

to the brakes only is permitted. 

 

Art. 5. GEAR BOX AND CLUTCH  
 
5.1 Limited slip differentials are permitted. 

5.2 Clutch plate, pressure plate and flywheel are free. 

5.3 Gear ratios are free provided their numbers are not increased or decreased.   

Straight cut gears are allowed.   

5.4 Oil coolers gearbox and final drive allowed. 

 

 

Art. 6. WHEELS & TYRES 
 
6.1 Alloy wheels of any width are permitted provided the tyres fitted do not protrude 

outside the wheel arches. The wheel diameter may be increased or decreased 

from original specifications provided they fit in the original wheel arches.  

 

6.2 Hub caps on standard wheels must be removed.   

 

6.3 The Organiser reserves the rights to appoint a one-make tyre supplier, which will 

be informed to the participants at the earliest.  Any mechanical or chemical 

modification or heat-treatment such as cutting, applying solvents or other 

products on either wet-weather or dry-weather tires is strictly prohibited. 

 

6.4  The wheel size for the Supersixteen is restricted to 15 inches in diameter only. 

 
6.5 Teams may change their tyres as and where required. 
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SECTION C 
 
PART I: GENERAL SPECIFICATION ï MALAYSIAN TOURING CAR 
 
 
Art. 1 DEFINITION  
 These specific ATCS regulations  
 
Art. 2 ELIGIBILITY  
 
2.1 Eligible vehicles are those cars specified by the Organizers - see Attachment 1.  
 In the case that a car is not included in the Organizers list of specified cars, application 

may be made (in writing) to the Series Organizers for its inclusion and this may be 
declined should the car proposed be out of current FIA Homologation or out or 
production by the manufacturer for more than five calendar years. Should the car not be 
homologated, the Organizers decision to accept or to decline an application for inclusion 
will be final.  

 
2.2 Every competitor who enters an accepted car must be in possession of the official Series 

vehicle Log Book drawn up for each competing model, and which has been submitted to 
and verified and approved by the Series Organizers. The Log Book will be issued for 
completion to all competitors following receipt by the Organizers of their initial 
registration form and final acceptance of the registration will be conditional upon 
competitors returning the Log Book fully completed, to the Organizers at least 7 days 
prior to the event. The Organizers may verify the information in the Log Book by any or 
all of the following means:  
 

 FIA Homologation forms for Group A or Group N (if available); the manufacturerôs official 
workshop manuals: or examination of production-line vehicles or components for the 
appropriate model. The vehicle Log Book must be presented with the car at scrutineering 
or whenever required by the Organizers at rounds of the Series. The competitor will be 
responsible for supplying any of the above information upon request by the Series 
Organizers.  

 
2.3  All engines must be sealed in order to be eligible for the Series. It is the responsibility of 

Competitors to arrange suitable sealing openings. Any tampering with or breaking of the 
seals will render competitors subject to penalties. The engine will be sealed by 
Motorsport Asia Ltd by the attachment of wire and seals to the cylinder head and block 
as well as to the cam cover. It is the responsibility of the competitor to provide the holes 
for the attachment of the sealing wires prior to the presentation of the car at preliminary 
scrutineering. If a competitor wishes to break one of these seals in order to conduct work 
on his engine he must apply to the organizer in writing for permission. Upon request by 
Motorsport Asia Ltd, competitors must present the sealed engine for inspection at any 
time failure to do so will result in penalties.  

 
2.4  Permitted cars must be mass-produced, series production saloon cars having at least 4 

seats and 2, 3, 4 or 5 doors, in accordance with the dimensions defined by the FIA for 
touring cars (Group A). To be eligible to enter, cars must be included in the Organizers 
list of specified cars and must be in all respects an identifiable series - production model.  

 2010 ATCS Regs (Ver 2 ï 030510) Page 24  
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2.5  The Technical Delegate (or his nominated deputy) has at all times the right to refuse to 
allow a car to participate in an event, if in his opinion and in consultation with another 
official of the Series or of the Event, the preparation or the modifications permitted by 
these Regulations are not carried out in such a manner as to make the car race-worthy.  

 
2.6  At the start of each event, practice or race, all cars must be clean and in good order. The 

Organizers reserve the right to forbid cars not meeting this requirement from taking part.  
 
Art. 3  WEIGHTS  
 
3.1  The minimum weight of cars will be as specified in Article D.3.  
 
3.2  The minimum qualifying and finishing weight for cars shall be the specified weight of Car 

including driver, plus penalty weight ignoring the fuel factor.  
 
3.3  The Organizers reserve the right formally to require individual competitors (if any) to add 

or subtract weight over or under the permanent minimum weight should they (the 
organizers) at their absolute discretion feel any particular car has a performance 
advantage or disadvantage over other competitors.  

 
3.4  Additionally, handicap weights according to the finishing positions for each Race shall be 

established as follows and added to the minimum weight.  
 
1st place + 30kg  
2nd place + 15kg  
3rd place + 10kg  

 
 Maximum handicap weight + 60kg  
 
3.5  Handicap weight according to the finishing positions for each race shall be reduced as 

indicated upon achieving the following:  
 
 5th place ï 10kg  
 6th place ï 15kg  
 From 7th place & DNF ï 30kg  
 
 
Note A:  
Handicap weight will be calculated and applied Race by Race.  
 
Note B:  
Handicap weight for DNS and disqualified drivers shall carry forward  
to the next entered race.  
 
Note C:  
The fitting of catalytic converters will not be mandatory.  
 
Note D:  
All cars shall be fitted with laminated windscreens.  
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Note E:  
The material used for handicap and penalty weighting and the method of application must 
satisfy the safety requirements of the MAL Technical Delegate.  
 
Note F:  
A weight separation factor will apply when the maximum is exceeded. However, at no time will a 
car be permitted to fall below the minimum weight.  
 
Note G:  
In the case of a Single Event Entry or Late Series Registered driver (i.e. entering after the first 
race). The handicap weight applied shall be equivalent to that of the current maximum handicap 
weight of the Series Registered Driver/Entrant of the same-make/model car. In the case where 
there is no same-make car, the handicap weight applied shall equal that of the current maximum 
handicap weight currently applied to the Driver leading the Series.  
 
Note H:  
The engine of Single event entry shall be sealed prior to the first official practice and may be 
subject to dismantling after the final race that the competitor has pre-registered for.  
 
 
Art.4  FUEL  
 
4.1  Only the controlled fuel as organized by the Organizers may be used. The fuel 

specification will be advised to each Driver or Competitor in advance. Any alteration to 
the specification of the fuel will result in exclusion from that Event plus any penalty 
specified. No refueling is permitted prior to the completion of post qualifying and race 
scrutineering. Cars may be selected to provide fuel samples at any time. Three samples 
will be taken in three new metal containers.  

 
 Sample No. 1: 1 container for the analysis laboratory  
 Sample No. 2: 1 container for the competitor  
 Sample No. 3: 1 container for second expert opinion, kept by the organizers.  
 
 The containers will be identified and sealed by the MAL Technical Delegate in the 

presence of the competitor or his/her representative.  
 
 The origin, transportation or storage of samples #1 and #3 will not be contested.  
 
4.2  Purchase of the fuel is the responsibility of the Competitor.

Production cars may also be accepted.  
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 Cars in compliance with a National Championship (or not in 100% compliance with 
Appendix J) may be accepted by the Series Organiser, provided that they are entirely 
comparable to Touring Cars as accepted by the Series Organiser. The Super Production 
and National S2000 is for Cars that comply with FIA-ISC, Article 261, 263 and 263D of 
Appendix J with the following exceptions:-

 The production gearbox original HOUSING, must be retained, the gear RATIOS and the 

number of forward gears (5 or 6 gears) are FREE and it must have ONE engageable 
reverse gear in working condition. Sequential gearboxes are accepted with additional 
30kg of weight must be imposed.  

 
 Article 8.2 : Clutch - Free  
 
 Article 8.3 :  Differential  
 
 The final drive ratio is free provided that the original housing is retained.  
 
 Article 10.1: Complete wheel

 No part of the car or its suspended parts must be less than 80mm from the ground.  
 
 This check shall be carried out on one or several flat surfaces defined by the Chief 

Scrutineer, at any time during the event. If the check is carried out on a car taken from 
parc ferme, the pressure of the tyres must be 1.6 bars minimum. No system for changing 
ground clearance when the car is in motion is allowed.  

 
 Article 12 :  Brake  
 
 Complying with FIA-ISC, Appendix J ï Article 263 Art.12  
 
 Article 13 :   Rear Spoiler - Free  
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2. GENERAL DESCRIPTION AND REQUIREMENTS  
 
 The Group N homologation form or the Organisers Vehicle Specification Sheet, supplied 

to the entrant on acceptance of inclusion of the car in the List of Eligible Cars for ATCS  
 Division and must be presented with the car at scrutineering or whenever required by the 

Organisers.  
 
3.  MINIMUM WEIGHT  
 
3.1 The minimum weight of the car, including the driver and his full equipment, is:  

Å 1140 kg for a front-wheel drive car  
Å 1170 kg for a rear-wheel drive car  
 
Car with sequential gearboxes are accepted with additional 30kgs of weight must be 
imposed.  
 
These minimum weights must be respected at all times during the event, in particular 
when the car crosses the finish line.  
 
It is permitted to complete the weight of the car by one or several ballasts, provided that 
they are strong and unitary blocks, fixed by means of tools with the possibility of affixing 
seals, and placed on the floor of the cockpit or the luggage compartment, visible and 
sealed by the Scrutineers.  
 
The ballast must be attached to the shell/ the chassis via 8.8 class bolts, with a minimum 
diameter of 8mm and counterplates, according to drawing 253-52.The minimum area of 
contact between shell/chassis and counterplate is 40cm2 for each fixing point.  
 
 

4. ENGINE SPEED  
 

The Organiser reserves the right to impose an electronically controlled rpm limit by 
means of a Series specified and supplied rpm limiter.  
 
The make and specification of the limiter (if used) will be notified in a separate bulletin. 
The use of the Series limiter will be mandatory and must be purchased by the competitor 
from Motorsport Asia Ltd.  

 
 
5. PROTECTIVE NETS  
 
 a) Net: A protective net is compulsory.  
 
 
 It must meet the following specifications:  
 
 - the net must be made up of woven strips at least 19 mm (3/4") wide;  
 - the meshes must be a minimum of 25 x 25 mm and a maximum of 60 x 60 mm. The 

woven strips must be non-flammable and sewn together at each point of crossing. The 
net must not be of a temporary nature.  
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 b) Fixation:  
 
 The net must be attached either to the rollcage or to a fixed part of the bodywork, above 

the driverôs window, by means of a rapid release system that will function even if the car 
turns over.  

 
 It must be possible to detach the net with one hand.  
 
 To this end, the handle or lever must have coloured markings ("dayglo" orange).  
 
 A push-button release system is authorized provided that it respects the prescriptions of 

this article.  
 
 The push-buttons must be visible from the outside, be of a contrasting colour and be 

marked "press".  
 
 For the attachment of the net or of its rollcage support, only screw-in connections are 

authorized.
